Registration prior to event:

1) Attached is a registration form. The student section shows the names on your final roster as determined at the Winter Teacher Workshop. This is the official membership list and only students on this roster may be registered for the Challenge. 
2) On registration form – Using the drop-down menus, state whether each student will attend, their gender and insert any food/health concerns we should be aware of. List any additional adults beyond teachers listed (including chaperones, parents, etc.). Using the drop-down menus, state whether each adult is attending, their gender and insert any food/health concerns we should be aware of.
3) Email the completed registration form back to kami.hammerschmith@oregonstate.edu no later than Wednesday, April 25.

4) You should bring copies of your signed school field trip waiver or the OSU Acknowledgement of Risk and Waiver of Liability with emergency contacts for each student in case of emergencies during your trip.

Transportation, Parking, and Permits:

Registration will be from 8:30 a.m. to 8:45 a.m. on Saturday, May 12 outside the Memorial Union under the SEC Plaza at Oregon State University. Jay Well and Renee O’Neill will be there to help you register. The program will start at 9 a.m.

Buses should drop-off and pick-up students outside the Memorial Union, at 2501 SW Jefferson Way, Corvallis, OR.  

Buses may park on campus without a permit — bus parking spaces are along 26th Street outside of Reser Stadium.  

The program will wrap-up by 3 p.m. for you to load the buses and head home.
Please let me know if you are driving a van or car. All vehicles, besides buses, require an OSU parking permit. Please let me know if you require an OSU parking permit and I will provide it closer to the date of the event.
Lunch:
Lunch will be a pizza buffet.  Be sure to indicate on your registration form any dietary restrictions for those in your group.

Presenters often request that other adults be present to provide supervision and support.  SMILE teachers and chaperones will assist the activity leaders in working with the groups.

The SMILE awards will conclude around 3 p.m. and you should be able to get on the road at that time.

Preparing for the Middle School Challenge in your club:

The Challenge will focus around the Edison Robots your club was provided with at the Winter Teacher Workshop. Please make sure your students are familiar with using and programming the robots. Your students will be working in mixed teams of 6-8 students from other SMILE middle school clubs. Make sure your students are comfortable meeting and working with new students.
