Registration prior to event:

1) This year the registration is online through Ideal-Logic. Login to your SMILE Club Dashboard, click on the yellow box announcing the Challenge and click through eadh tab to register your club. 
2) Only students registered in the database will show up on the drop-down menu of students to mark as attending or not. If a student is in the database and not showing up, check to see if they have a red X in front of their name. This means you have not approved them for membership. To approve a student, click on Details to the right of their name, then click on Approve Position in the top box of the window that opens up, then click done in the bottom right corner. They should now appear on your membership list.
3) Complete the registration no later than Thursday, February 27.

4) You should bring copies of the signed OSU Acknowledgement of Risk and Waiver of Liability with emergency contacts for each student in case of emergencies during your trip.

Transportation, Parking, and Permits:

Registration will be from 8:30 a.m. to 9 a.m. on Saturday, April 4 at Ackerman Hall at Eastern Oregon University. See enclosed map for bus parking and drop-off location. Jay Well will be there to help you register.
The program will wrap-up by 3:30 p.m. for you to load the buses and head home.
Lunch:
Lunch will be in the dining hall in the Hoke Union Building (HUB).  Dining Services does a great job of providing options for all dietary needs. If you or your students have any special dietary needs, please indicate them in the registration.

Presenters often request that other adults be present to provide supervision and support.  SMILE teachers and chaperones will assist the activity leaders in working with the groups.

The SMILE awards will conclude around 3:30 p.m. and you should be able to get on the road at that time.
